Children should be well super-
vised by an adult when trick-or-
treating.  
Carry a flashlight 

Stick to well lit houses in famil-
iar neighborhoods only 
Avoid taking shortcuts across 
backyards or alleys. Stick to the 
sidewalks of well lit streets 
Instruct your children to bring 
all candy home before eating it 
so that you can carefully inspect 
it for tampering. Children 
shouldn't snack while they're out 
trick-or-treating, before parents 
have a chance to inspect the 
goodies. Tell children not to 
accept -- and, especially, not to 
eat--anything that isn't commer-
cially wrapped. 
Throw out candy or treats that 
are homemade, unwrapped or if 
they appear to have been tam-
pered with (pinholes in wrap-
pers, torn wrappers, etc.) 
Parents of young children 
should remove any choking haz-
ards such as gum, peanuts, hard 
candies or small toys.
