Attendance is very important.  If your children are not at school, they are missing out on instruction. Please continue to take attendance seriously.  Thank you for your attention!
Arrival/Departure of Students:
Please be aware that no staff member is on duty before 8:15 a.m. To ensure your child’s safety and to prevent any liability issue, we ask that you not send your child to school before 8:15 a.m. unless you have made special arrangements with the administrator. Similarly, school is out at 3:15 p.m. and staff duties end at 3:30 p.m. Children must be picked up by 3:30 p.m. unless arrangements have been made with the office.  

Please pick up your children in the rear of the building outside the main entrance.  We are getting an exorbitant amount of parents in the building between 3:00 and 3:15 p.m.  This is becoming a distraction to instruction; we ask that you please wait outside for your students to exit the building.   If parents are picking students up before 3:15 p.m. we require that they be signed out at the office.  Three unexcused early pickups will equal an unexcused absence, after three unexcused early pickups students will have to serve a lunch detention the following day.   

Student Attendance Policy:
ARC recognizes the importance of attendance and punctuality for several reasons:

Punctuality and attendance are important skills for employment later in life. We are building the future when we develop these skills in children.
Regular attendance is important to insure the benefits of our program which is 90% direct instruction and cannot be “made up”.
Financial solvency of ARC is based on attaining 96% average daily attendance in K-7 grades. It is crucial that parents adhere to this commitment.  The money ARC receives from the State of Idaho is based on a formula based only on our enrollment and ADA (average daily attendance). ADA is calculated on a weekly basis, thus the reporting of our weekly attendance in our Friday newsletter. We receive full funding when we are at 96% attendance each week. Ninety-six percent attendance amounts to approximately one absence per class per day.

Tardies – School starts at 8:30 a.m. Students are expected to be in their assigned classroom when school starts. If they are not, the student will be considered tardy.  Any day that a child is tardy, the following steps are required:

Parent must come into the school and sign their child in.
Students have to serve lunch detention on the day of their third tardy. The tardies are accumulated during the entire school year.
Three tardies will equal an unexcused absence.

HOMEWORK

Homework is an important part of education. Before entering The Academy each student agreed to do the homework given each day. The parents agreed to encourage their child to complete the homework given each day and check to make sure the homework was completed. The homework policy is outlined in the packet signed by students and parents upon admission to The Academy.
