In Southeastern Idaho there are many places to view wildlife. Like the local mountains, canyons, and rivers. Located in Hamer, Id there is the Camas National Wildlife Refuge. You’re likely to see moose, eagles, deer, and many other animals. 

The refuge includes 10,578 acres of marshes, meadows, and uplands. At Camas Wildlife Refuge you can just view the animals or hunt upland game or waterfowl. If you want to go and see many birds go in March and April where there can be up to 50,000 ducks and about 3,000 geese. 


Many people go there to view the trumpeter and tundra swans that thrive in the lakes. The refuge is also a place that you can relax and enjoy the scenery. There are three main endangered species that inhabit the wildlife refuge which is the Bald Eagle, Trumpeter Swan and Peregrine Falcon.
