Idaho Outdoors Corner

This week's article is on the Snake River Birds of Prey Conservation Area. 
The area is located about twenty miles south of Boise, Idaho. It has about 
600,000 acres of land that serve as migrating and nesting sites for North 
America's densest populations of nesting birds of prey. There are falcons, hawks, eagles, and owls that inhabit the area. The area is located mostly in and around the Snake River canyon. In the local towns, you can arrange a trip with a guide that can explain to you about the raptors and show you around the Conservation Area. There are 24 types of raptors there. Sixteen of them live there year round and eight types of them live there during winter and migration time.
Many scientists capture the raptors and put small bands on their legs so 
that they can track them and do more research on the birds. Parts of the 
Snake River Birds of Prey conservation Area also support the densest ground 
squirrel populations ever recorded. It also has some of the world's densest 
badger populations with about 11 badgers to a square mile. So, with the 
abundant food source the many species of raptors thrive in the canyon area.
