Since spring and summer break is coming, I am going to mention some state parks and other recreational areas that you can visit during your time off. The first is Massacre Rocks State Park. It is located ten miles west of American Falls. It is a location where many pioneers traveled through on 
their way to their new homes. The area is located by the Snake River where 
an abundance of birds and other animals live. It allows camping hiking 
climbing and many other outdoor activities. "A $4 Day Use Vehicle Entry Fee is assessed per vehicle, per day. Annual passports are available. For more info on prices location and other facts of the Park log onto http://www.idahoparks.org/parks/massacrerocks.aspx. Another place I am going to mention is Bear Lake. At and around Bear Lake there are a lot of trails and places to explore. One of the trails is called the Old Limber Pine Natural Hike. It is right at the summit that overlooks the lake and meanders through the pine forest until it reaches an old pine tree about the age of 2,000 years old. Also another trail is a trail that supposedly leads to the grave sight of a large grizzly bear that the 
pioneers killed. One famous cave located close by is Minnetonka Cave with hundreds of stalagmites and stalactites. It is open daily in the summer from 10 A.M to 5:30 P.M. At the lake itself, you can enjoy many water sports. You can also go fishing at the lake where there is abundant fish. For more information on Bear Lake and it's surroundings log onto www.bearlake.com or http://www.idahoparks.org/parks/bearlake.aspx. The last one I'm going to talk about is Craters of the Moon National Monument and Preserve. It is located near Arco Idaho and is the site of many craters, dried up lava, and volcanoes. Like most parks there are many trails that you can hike. You can explore some caves there. It has some campsites that you can camp at too. The visitor's center is open from 8 a.m. to 6 p.m. from Memorial Day through Labor Day and the rest of the days, it is open from 8 a.m. to 4:30 p.m. It also is closed on Federal holidays during the winter.
