Mr. Cde Baca’s Health
I would like to start by thanking all of you who have sent cards, notes, and have expressed your concerns about my headache and how I am doing.  Currently I am doing well, the headache has stabilized and I am enjoying my days at school with the students.     
As most of you know I traveled to Las Vegas last month to consult with a Neurosurgeon, and have some additional tests done.  The results of these tests showed that I have an increased flow of spinal fluid within the cerebral aqueduct, resulting in amplified cranial pressure (I am producing to much spinal fluid and it is not draining properly, which is causing increased pressure in my brain, which hurts).  
They have recently started me on a new medication to slow the production of spinal fluid, which will in turn result in lowering the pressure.  I have about 3 more weeks on the medication to see if it is enough to do the trick, if not I will have a shunt put in over the summer to solve the drainage problem.

To answer the million dollar question, “Will I be back next year”?  I sure hope so!  I do not believe that there is any medical reason that would prevent me from being here.  I have been working with this headache since October 22nd, and it has not stopped me yet.  

I love my job.  I adore the teachers, the students and you all.  Everyone has been so supportive, and encouraging.  There have been some bumps in the road between some of us, but we have communicated with each other and worked through them.  I have never worked in a position or been affiliated with an organization with such caring stakeholders.  I would ask that you please keep me in your thoughts and prayers, and I will keep you posted with any updates as they arise.
